SPECIAL TOWN BOARD MEETING

Thursday, May 29, 2008

Chairman Dennis Smet called the meeting to order at 7:07 p.m.  Present were Kevin Mackie and Myron Olson, Supervisors, with guests Keith Kesler, Kay Johnson, Dean Baillie, and representatives from Krech Ojard & Assoc.  The meeting was called to go over road safety issues for two options submitted for the Baillie Five property.

It was explained that plans had been submitted to the DNR and Army Corps of Engineers.  The company would like the town and fire dept. to send a letter to the DNR approving one of the options so the planning work can continue.  A discussion was held on width of road, need for adequate radii, driveways wide enough with correct overhead clearance, and a road base that can carry 80,000 pounds.  

The board felt option B is the best for safety considerations and a possibility of the town taking over the roads in the future because it has a loop road with good traffic flow.  The Clerk will submit a letter to be looked over at the next town board meeting to be sent to Dean Baillie with a copy to the DNR.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:55 p.m.
